NOTICE OF TERMINATION 

This letter shall serve as notification that U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services ("USC IS") has 
terminated the 1esignation of Ohio Lakeside Regional Investment Center (the "Regional Center") as a 
regional center under the Immigrant Investor Program (the "Program") pursuant to Title 8 of the Code of 
Federal Regulatfons ("8 C.F.R.") section 204.6(m)(6). The reasons for the termination are explained, below:

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NOTICE OF TERMINATION 
Termin~tion of Regional Center Designation Under the Immigrant Investor Program 

Ohio Lakeside Regional Investment Center 

The regulation at 8 C.F.R. § 204.6(m)(6) (Continued participation requirements for regional centers) 
provides: 

(i) Regional centers approved for participation in the program must: 

(A) Continue to meet the requirements of section 61 0(a) of the Appropriations 
Act. 

(B) Provide USCIS with updated information annually, and/or as otherwise 
requested by USCIS, to demonstrate that the regional center is continuing to 

promote economic growth, including increased export sales, improved regional 
productivity, job creation, and increased domestic capital investment in the 
approved geographic area, using a form designated for this purpose; and 

(C) Pay the fee provided by 8 CFR 103.7(b)(l)(i)(XX). 

(ii) usqrs will issue a notice of intent to terminate the designation of a regional center in 
the program if: 

(A) A regional center fails to submit the information required in paragraph 
(m)(6)(i)(B) of this section, or pay the associated fee; or 

(B) USCIS determines that the regional center no longer serves the purpose of 
promoting economic growth, including increased export sales, improved regional 
productivity, job creation, and increased domestic capital investment. 

(iii) A nptice of intent to terminate the designation of a regional center will be sent to the 
regional,center and set forth the reasons for termination. 

(iv) The regional center will be provided 30 days from receipt of the notice of intent to 
terminate to rebut the ground or grounds stated in the notice of intent to terminate. 

(v) USQIS will notify the regional center of the final decision. If users determines that 

the regi~nal center's participation in the program should be terminated, USCIS will state 
I 

the reasclms for termination. The regional center may appeal the final termination decision 

in accordance with 8 CFR 103.3. 

(vi) A regional center may elect to withdraw from the program and request a termination 

of the ~egional center designation. The regional center must notify USCIS of such 
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election •n the form of a letter or as otherwise requested by USCIS. USCIS will notify the 
regional lcenter of its decision regarding the withdrawal request in writing.

I. Procedural History 

On May 21, 201~, USCIS designated and authorized the Regional Center's participation in the Program. 
On February 5, ~018, USCIS issued a Notice of Intent to Terminate ("NOIT") to the Regional Center 
which afforded the Regional Center 30 days from receipt of the NOIT to offer evidence in opposition to 
the grounds alleied in the NOIT. To date, USCIS has not received a response from the Regional Center 
to the NOIT andithe Regional Center has offered no evidence in opposition to the grounds alleged in the 
NOIT. Accordi~gly, USCIS has determined that the Regional Center's participation in the Program 
should be termiljlated. Pursuant to 8 C.F.R. § 204.6(m)(6)(v) and through this Notice of Termination, 
USCIS hereby terminates the Regional Center's participation in the Program. 

II. Reasons for Termination 

USCIS has detet1mined that the Regional Center failed to submit the required information, failed to pay 
the fee providedlby 8 CFR 103.7(b)(l)(i)(XX) and no longer serves the purpose of promoting economic 
growth, includirl,g increased export sales, improved regional productivity, job creation, or increased

domestic capital ,nvestment as required by 8 C.F.R. § 204.6(m)(6). 

' A. Failure to Submit Required Information to USCIS

As indicated in t~e NOIT, the Regional Center failed to provide information to USCIS on its annual Form 
l-924A filing forifiscal year 2017 (October 1 through September 30). 

Under 8 C.F.R. § 204.6(m)(6)(i)(B), a regional center must:

Provide !LJSCIS with updated information annually, and/or as otherwise requested by 
USCIS, ~o demonstrate that the regional center is continuing to promote economic 
growth, Jncluding increased export sales, improved regional productivity, job creation, 
and incrJased domestic capital investment in the approved geographic area, using a form

designated for this purpose. 

1. Failure ~o Submit Form I-924A 

The Form I-924A. instructions state that each designated regional center must file a Form I-924A for each 
fiscal year (Octo~er I through September 30) within 90 days after the end of the fiscal year ( on or before 
December 29 ofthe calendar year in which the fiscal year ended). The form instructions further state that 
failure to timely file a Form I-924A for each fiscal year in which the regional center has been designated 

I 

for participation tn the Program will result in the issuance of an intent to terminate the participation of the 
regional center i!n the Program, which may ultimately result in the termination of the approval and 
designation ofth~ regional center.

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As of the date o~this notice, USCIS records indicate that the Regional Center has not filed a Form I-924A 
for fiscal year io17. Due to the Regional Center's failure to file Form I-924A, as required by the 
regulations and the Form I-924A instructions, USCIS terminates the Regional Center's participation in 
the Program. · 

III. Conclusion 

For the reasons 4escribed above and set forth in the NOIT and pursuant to 8 C.F.R. 204.6(m)(6), USCIS 
has determined that the Regional Center has failed to submit the required information to USCIS and has

failed to pay thejfee provided by 8 CFR 103.7(b)(l)(i)(XX) and hereby terminates the Regional Center's 
participation in tfue Program. 

If the Regional Genter disagrees with this decision, or if the Regional Center has additional evidence that 
shows this decisjon is incorrect, the Regional Center may file a motion or an appeal to this decision by 
filing a completed Form I-2908, Notice of Appeal or Motion, along with the appropriate filing fee. A copy 
is enclosed. Th¢ Regional Center may also include a brief or other written statement and additional 
evidence in suppbrt of the motion or appeal. The Form 1-2908 must be filed within 33 days from the date

of this notice. If~ motion or appeal is not filed within 33 days, this decision is final.
